The Order is awarded to South African citizens who have made exceptional and distinguished contributions in the following categories:
community service, business and the economy, science, medicine and technological innovation.

The Order of Luthuli (Category: | Gold; Il Silver and Ill Bronze)

The Order is awarded to South African citizens in recognition of outstanding contribution in the struggle for democracy; nation-building;
building democracy and human rights; justice and peace as well as for the resolution of conflict.

The Order of Ikhamanga (Category: | Gold; Il Silver and Il Bronze)

The Order is awarded to South African citizens who have excelled in the field of arts, culture, literature, music, journalism and sport.

The Order of Mendi for Bravery (Category: | Gold; Il Silver and 11l Bronze)

The Order is awarded to South African citizens who have distinguished themselves by displaying extraordinary acts of bravery
through which their lives were placed in great danger or who have lost their lives, including trying to save the life of another
person or by saving property, in or outside the Republic of South Africa.
